Councillors were reminded that before the Parish Council can 

adopt this Power, 80% of Councillors are required to attend the recognised training and it 

was agreed on the 14th July 2009 by the General Purposes Committee and noted by full 

council at the 3rd September Parish Council meeting that a training session should be 

organised. Councillors were also invited to attend a Forward Plan workshop being

The funds to be ring-fenced within 

each cost centre and therefore community building finances would remain within its own 

cost centre.
