08/01 Apologies were noted from Clir Stephenson and Clir Ayres

08/02 The minutes from January 10" were accepted for accuracy after the following
amendment. 07/210 re Website update: Clir Richmond asked if we had a hit counter on the
web page.

08/03 Matters arising from the minutes:

Clir Badham asked how the Council was going to recognise the resignation of former Clir
Beresford. CliIr Lightfoot informed the Council that Clir Ayres was planning an event, an
article was being prepared for the newsletter and the Clerk has sent a letter of thanks to
Alderman Beresford.

Clir Richmond noted that the Vitality, Vibility and Vunerability Study meeting had taken
place and the information provided by Clirs’ Jackson and Richmond was deemed very
useful.

Clir Lawrence sought clarification of the phrase “minded to refuse” as used by Tewkesbury
Borough Council Planning Committee. Clir Richmond explained that the Planning
Committee were not responsible for determining the planning application in question, but
had they been, they would have recommended refusal and therefore the phrase “minded to
refuse” was used when Tewkesbury Borough Council gave their view.

08/04 Election of Councillor to the Playgrounds Committee.
After discussion regarding the use of ballot for election to Committees, a ballot was
conducted and Clir Mark Cooper was duly elected.

08/05 Election of Councillor to represent Bishops Cleeve Parish Council on the JMC for the
Sports Centre. Clir Lawrence was proposed by Clir Rawlings and seconded by Clir
Jackson and all agreed.

08/06 To seek to fill the Vacancy on the Parish Council. The Council agreed to notify
Tewkesbury Borough Council of the wish to fill the vacancy due to the resignation of
Alderman Beresford.

Minutes from Committees:
08/07 Planning Committee minutes were noted.



Clir Richmond asked for an update on the Village Design Statement (VDS). Clir A
Lightfoot informed the Council that a planned meeting for the end of January had to
be postponed and therefore the matter would be discussed by the Planning
Committee on February 12" .

Clir Badham sought clarification on the Lidl application noted in the minutes. Clir
Jackson informed Council that the application referred to was for signage.

Clir Rawlings sought clarification on the application for Denley Close. Clir Taylor
provided details of the application and why the Planning Committee had objected.

08/08 Traffic Committee Minutes were noted. Clir Rawlings provided updates on:

Safer School Zone meeting had taken place

Traffic Committee would ask the Clerk to write to Tewkesbury Borough Council
seeking statistics on Civil Parking Enforcement visits made, notices issued and
value . Discussions took place on the impact that the CPE initiative was having on
the village, possible ways forward and the role of PCSO'’s in traffic obstruction
infringements. Clir P Richmond asked that Councillors’ report specific issues,
dates, times etc. Clir Taylor explained the rationale of the regulations that the CPE
was operating under .

08/09 Emergency Planning working group Minutes were noted

Clir Lawrence asked if there would be an individual responsible in such an
emergency. Clir Taylor stated that would be discussed at the next meeting on 12"
February

08/10 Playgrounds Committee Minutes were noted.

The start of the Finlay Way play area was noted.

Clir Richmond questioned who had pollard the trees in Finlay Way.

Clir Taylor informed the Council that TBC had offered as part of the handover of the
land to the Parish, the work had been done by TBC operatives under the instructions
of TBC Officer.

Clir Richmond questioned if there were plans to improve drainage in the field. Clir P
Lightfoot informed Council that there were no plans to change the drainage of the
field and as the play equipment was to be sited on grass mat, a natural surface, there
would be no difference to the original environment. Clir Richmond reported that the
surface was very wet. Clirs Taylor and Cooper stated that the area did not flood in
July 2007 and had not flooded since.

Clir Cooper asked if the Council was keeping a photographic record. The clerk
informed Council that she was and the first photography was on display in the
committee room.

Clir Richmond asked for the date of the Heart Foundation Bike ride. The Clerk stated
that the event was to take place on the weekend of May 17", and further details were
available in the Parish Office.

Clir Richmond noted from the minutes that the Committee had discussed pedestrian
access to the Sports Field. Clir Habgood informed Council that a meeting was to
take place on February 21 with a representative from Glos. Highways and the Police
Safer Communities Officer. Clir Habgood stated that no decisions had been made at
this stage and it was a preliminary discussion.

08/11 Community Building Minutes were noted

Clir Lightfoot highlighted point 6.1 regarding the difficulty expressed by the Youth
Leader on engaging the young people on trips

Clir Rawlings noted the revenue figures

Clir P Lightfoot stated that the matter was to be discussed at the next meeting.
Clir Rawlings asked if the Committee was happy with the cleaning contract.

Clir P Lightfoot stated that the Committee would be reviewing all aspects.

08/12 Allotment Committee minutes were noted.



e Clir Habgood observed that 3 allotment holders and a member of the public had
attended and had put forward some constructive ideas. It was agreed to keep
allotment tenants more fully informed regarding the finance of the allotments. Cory
had been approached to supply some compost to improve the soil conditions and
has agreed to donate a quantity.

¢ ClIr Richmond noted that the public were asked to leave to enable the committee to
discuss confidential matters. He wished to be informed of the decisions taken. Clir
P Lightfoot informed the Council that no decisions had been taken, but only
discussions. The Clerk informed the Council that under standing orders it was
allowed to suspend standing orders for confidential or sensitive discussions to take
place. The minutes should only record decisions and not discussions. Clir
Richmond stated that minutes should be taken of all discussions. Clerk informed
the Council that the minutes had been taken and were available for Councillors. She
reminded Councillors that once a decision had been taken to suspend standing
orders due to confidentiality, the discussions should remain CONFIDENTIAL at all
times thereafter.

o Clerk was asked to seek clarification regarding Quality Council status should a
qualified clerk be replaced with a non-qualified clerk.

08/14. New Barn update

o Clir A Lightfoot informed Council that there has been progress and it was hoped to
have more good news in the next few days. It was hoped that the Parish Council

would be occupying a new Parish Office by the end of the year.

o Clir P Lightfoot proposed thanks to Clir A Lightfoot and Clerk for the hard work gone
into the project.

08/15 Newsletter update

e ClIr A Lightfoot informed Council that the deadline for articles was the 13" February
and the newsletter would be going to the printers ready for a middle of March
distribution.

08/16 Wingmoor Farm report noted.

¢ Clir Habgood informed Council that steps had been taken to address “smell issue”.
Clir Richmond clarified name of developer mentioned in report.

08/17 Parish representation on Wingmoor Farm group.

Clir Taylor informed Council on the current practice of asking representatives to declare

their personal interests. Clir Taylor informed Council of the interests of himself and Clir

Hagbood. Council discussed the issues involved and agreed that Parish Councillors

were duly elected to represent the views of the Council and not any other groups. As
long as declarations of interests were made were appropriate, Council felt that they
were happy with the representation of the Council by Clirs Taylor and Habgood. Clir

Rawlings proposed and was seconded by Clir Jackson that Clirs Taylor and Habgood

continue to represent the Parish. It was agreed by a majority of the council.

08/18 Councillors sought clarification on the following points:

o Payment to BT for the internet line- clarified as the broadband line

e Payment to Pitchcare — noted that the invoice had not been received from
advertisement for groundsman for the sports field.

o Payment for clock maintainence. — noted that it was the annual agreement with the
Parish Church to pay half.

o Clir Lawrence stated that historically sports field costs had been shown separately.
Clerk informed council that the individual committees had detailed breakdown of
finances at each committee meeting. The format presented was in line with the
previous RFO and came from the accountancy package.

08/19 Homelands Farm update

Clir P Lightfoot asked Councillors to note that the Clerk has legal responsibility for
health and safety at events that the Parish Council organise and as such any
instructions given by the Clerk to Councillors should be followed. It was also noted that
the Council did not take kindly to political leaflets being handed out at the meeting,
without the prior knowledge or consent of the organisers of the meeting.

Clir Richardson responded that it was not a political leaflet but a fight against
homelands farm. Liberal Democat Party had been very active in organising petitions
against the proposed development. He apologised to the Council if the Council felt that
they had done something wrong.

Clir Rawlings supported the statement from the Chair and noted that the meeting had
been organised by the Parish Council and did seem to many that the Parish Council
was being usurped.

Clir Richmond informed Council that he had stood where he had on health and safety
grounds and thanked the clerk for the work done. He noted that the Officers of TBC
were very happy to receive comprehensive notes from the clerk.

Clir Rawlings noted that it was a very good turnout, and the Council agrees that it must
do its best to stop the development. He noted Mr Jones’ recommendations that we
must do our best to get the best deal for the village. We must oppose it but the Council
should not bury its head in the sand.

Clir P Lightfoot informed Council that he had been invited to attend a meeting on behalf
of the Parish Council with TBC planning officers and an agent of the developers where
discussions took place on planning gains for the communities.

Clir Jones apologised to the Council for any discourtesy by the L.D party. He stated
that he did not think TBC Officers should have responded in such a quick manner to the
RSS report as there had not yet been any response from the Secretary of State. Clir
Jones felt very strongly on this matter.

Clir Richmond informed Council that confidential legal advice had been given to TBC,
which had led them to reconsider their decision.

Clir Taylor stated that he was very unhappy with the environment agency and felt that
its report did not represent the experiences of those residents of Bishops Cleeve that
had suffered in last years’ floods.

08/20 Parish Assembly.

The Clerk informed the Council, that a window of opportunity had presented itself for
the community building to be available on March 12" and asked if the Council wished to
arrange the Parish Assembly for that date. After due consideration, Council agreed to
seek to arrange the Parish Assembly for that date with a topic of “Social Care of the
Elderly” and that Clir Jones and Clerk would seek to arrange speakers on this topic. It
was also suggested that a display of the new barn development and Finlay Way play
area be prepared. CliIr A Lightfoot informed Council that the Best Value Working group
would be preparing an annual report this year and Chairs of Committees would be
required to prepare their annual reports by the 28" February for the Clerk to prepare the
documents for availability to the public at the Parish Assembly.

08/21 Clerks Report noted.
Clerk highlighted the following points.

o Post Office Closure literature- Clir Rawlings spoke about the proposed closure of
the Woodmancote post office and the implications on Bishops Cleeve. Clir
Rawlings asked that the Clerk liaise with local parish councils and offer the
support of the Council in their efforts to fight the planned closures. Council
agreed.



e NALC conference - It was agreed to bring forward to the next parish council and
Councillors were asked to inform the Clerk via email if they wished to express an
interest in attending.

e Whole Council training- Council expressed a preference for a Saturday morning
event. The brief outline of a workshop/facilitation session based on Committees ,
structures, procedures and terms of reference was accepted by Council.

o Reasons for absences to be recorded where given by Councillors was accepted
by Council

08/22 Requests for Section 137 funding grants were agreed by Council as follows:
e JMC request for funding of £2781 for 07/08 agreed by Council
e Tithe Barn request for £23,000 towards refurbishment project. The clerk informed

Council of the advice received from NALC via GAPTC regarding the complications of

accepting invoices from contractors when they had been instructed by another

body, insurance consideration of being involved in paying invoices on a project not
under the control of the Parish Council, Project management implications, of not

having the benefit of the services paid for etc. After due consideration, Clir Jackson
and CliIr Taylor proposed and seconded that a grant of £23,000 be given to the Tithe

Barn Committee. A majority of the Council agreed with 2 abstentions. It was agreed

that the Clerk would contact the Chair of the Tithe Barn Committee to explain the

decision.

08/23 Borough Councillors reports were noted
Clir Richmond informed Council that:

Tewkesbury Borough — Vitality, Viability & Vulnerability Study

Tewkesbury Borough Council (TBC) managed to secure funds from Gloucestershire First for this
important study which will consider what the main factors are currently affecting the economic
stability and growth of Bishops Cleeve, Tewkesbury & Winchcombe. It will provide an assessment
of the effects of the recent flooding on the three communities and how to encourage and nurture
the areas economic potential. The economic profile provided by the study will provide an
authoritative record of the state of the economy in each settlement. The data from this study will
feed into other TBC strategies which are required for our Local Development Framework (LDF)
such as regeneration plans, development agreements, tourism and economic strategies. The final
report is expected in May 2008.

Police & Community Consultative Meeting (PCCM)

| attended the meeting held on 17 January which received a report from the INA inspector and
progress on the implementation of the new Neighbourhood Policing model.

Public Inquiry

The Planning Inspectorate began its first of three planning inquiries at Tewkesbury Borough
Council on Monday, 28 January 2008. The first inquiry into the BA1 site situated on the south
west side of Cheltenham close to Up Hatherley has been adjourned and is expected to close in
mid-March 2008.

The second inquiry into a development at Longford began on Monday, 4 February and will
continue for about a fortnight. The third and final inquiry for the Homelands Farm development is
scheduled to begin on 4 March. The holding of these planning inquiries are a direct result of the




successful legal challenge in the High Court by Wimpeys against TBC'’s Local Plan which created
a shortfall of land earmarked for development to build over 2,600 dwellings in the borough.

Planning

The planning committee at its meeting on 5" February 2008 reconsidered Wimpeys outline
planning application for Homelands Farm following the recent publication of the EiP panel report.
The decision was unchanged i.e. "minded to refuse” the application but the grounds for its refusal
are now reduced to technical arguments. These will be heard at the public inquiry referred to
above...

Clir Taylor informed Council that the provision of dog-bags free of charge had been
stopped in the agreed budget of TBC for 08/09. Best Value Chair was looking into

alternative sources.

I've attended both an Executive Committee and a Budget Working Group meeting which were mainly involved in the
setting of a proposed budget for 2008/9 which was agreed at Full Council on 29th January 2008. This did include a
reduction in the subsidy provided by Tewkesbury Borough Council for all IMC by 25% .

The leadership of the Council, both officers and members, have twice been to see the Minister for Local Government,
John Healy, and have been successful in obtaining a further £50,000 funding for the Borough.

I met with the Cleeve JMC on 17th January 2008 and explained the proposed budgetary reductions.There are further
discussions planned with the JMC.

There is an ongoing debate about changing the name of the Council to something that would be more relevant across
the Borough. The current proposal favours "North Gloucestershire District Council”. If you have any constructive views
please feel free to feedback to officers or members.

I'm continuing to work with those affected by the flooding to ensure they get access to the grants and funding that is
available. The Gloucestershire Flood Relief Fund has just received more funds from Severn Trent Water and | would
stress to all those effected that this fund is for the benefit of all victims of the flood on 20th July 2007. To register
please call 01684 295010.

There is a public meeting on 2nd February 2008 for residents of Cleevecroft Avenue to discuss flood prevention
measures with Chris Pike, TBC Head of Commercial Services, at 10.00am in the Parish Offices.

Thank you to those that took part in the Viability, Vitality and Vulnerability Survey although it was disappointing that
no-one from Bishop's Cleeve Chamber of Commerce chose to attend. | hope to see the draft report in April/May 2008.

Finally I would like to thank the Parish Council for arranging the Homelands Farm public meeting and playing host to
our neighbours from Gotherington and Woodmancote

Clir Mackinnon informed Council that the compensation received from the Government and
STWA for the flooding 07, was being devoted to flood defence measures.

Report to parish council on matters relevant to Bishops Cleeve from Councillor Jack Richardson.

18/1/08 Attended a meeting at TBC. The meeting was arranged by Dave Jones and the agenda was the RSS
panel report and the implications for Homelands Farm. The officers gave their views on the report. | believe
that they are acting prematurely and that we should continue to oppose this development. At the end of the
meeting they indicated that they were prepared to attend a public meeting and explain their opinions to the
residents. The borough councillors present at the meeting agreed to this and it was decided that the parish
councils would be approached, and if they were unable to organise a public meeting then the borough
councillors would do so.

30/1/08 | attended the public meeting organised by the parish council on the panel report. | would like to
congratulate the clerk for her rapid response and her organisation of the meeting. | wish to congratulate
Councillor Lightfoot in chairing the meeting. This was a difficult job that he handled expertly, keeping the
meeting moving and enabling many people to participate.

1. Welcome from Chair.

The EiP Report

The panel that conducted the Examination in Public (EiP) of the Regional Spatial Strategy last
year published its report today. The headline news is that Tewkesbury Borough Council has had
its housing allocation increased by 39%. Furthermore it appears that area to the north of Bishop’s
Cleeve has been earmarked for further development.

“Lastly, we have looked at Bishop’s Cleeve itself, which in functional if not physical terms we
regard as part of the wider Gloucester/Cheltenham conurbation and SSCT area. Development to
the south of Bishop’s Cleeve would diminish the separation from Cheltenham which we find
objectionable for the same reasons as land close to Cheltenham racecourse. Land to the north of
the settlement is, however, unconstrained by existing Green Belt and, in the Panel’s view,
provides ample opportunity for sustainable strategic future outward growth of the settlement. This
would support the strengthening of existing transport links between the two settlements and along
the Gloucester/Cheltenham development corridor and would not impinge on sensitive areas of
countryside. Bishop’s Cleeve also has an established employment base which would contribute
to balanced development and avoid reinforcing dormitory relationships. We therefore recommend
an additional area of search here, again for about 1,000 dwellings in total.”

Taylor seconded the nomination of Clir Stephens as Vice-Chair of Playgrounds
Committee. All agreed

6.Nomination for representation on Sports field users group. Clir Habgood
proposed and ClIr Stephens seconded the nomination of ClIr Taylor. All Agreed
Historically the Vice Chair of playgrounds committee becomes the Chair person of
the sports field users group and therefore it is anticipated that Cllr Stephens will
become Chair of the Sports field users group.

7.Sports field update

The Sports field suffered some flooding on the weekend of the 12" January, at the
corner of the field where the brook goes under the A435. Clir Lightfoot had cleared
debris from the brook. However the pitches were playable on Sunday.

The Clerk gave a summary of the situation with regard to the work to be done by
Glos Highways under/on the A435. The Committee will discuss the matter after
completion of this work. The committee felt that the brook clearance work
completed in November/December appeared to have worked within the area of the
sports field itself.

The clerk asked the Committee to consider the practical arrangements that would
be required to be put in place since the resignation of Cllr Beresford with regard to
casual bookings. The Clerk was instructed to discuss the matter with the Grounds
men as an interim measure.

8.Review of Current Projects.

. Milham Road Brook. ClIr Taylor informed the Committee that the flyer would
be delivered to the residents next week. In addition it was noted that the brook in
the play area was quite low at the weekend when other parts of Cleeve flooded. .

. Pecked Lane Refurbishment. ClIr Taylor informed the Committee that he was
contacting alternative sources of funding to seek grants for the Pecked Lane project.
. South Park. It was confirmed that initial consultations with Glos. Highways,
Road Safety teams, Safer Communities representatives should take place to
discuss the travel route from the houses on the Grange field side of the main road to
access the Sports field.

. Finlay Way update. The provision of a gate at the pedestrian access on the
by-pass was to be followed up by Clerk. The Clerk and Clir Taylor are to meet the
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hedge contractor on site to agree the specification of works to be undertaken. The
clerk was instructed to investigate “naming” process.

) Skate Park update. ClIr Stephens informed the Committee that she had made
contact with the School Council of Cleeve School and would be attending a meeting
with them on 4" February 2008. She has also made contact with the Youth Club via
the Curate and would be meeting them on 2™ February 2008. It was agreed that
contact would be made with local Primary schools. Discussions took place as to the
potential site of the skate park and it was agreed that to the right of the pavilion was
the preferred option. It was agreed to contact PC Phil Russ to discuss ways of
taking the project forward. It was agreed to seek publicity in the forthcoming Parish
Newsletter.

. South Park update. It was agreed that a meeting would be requested with
Glos Highways (via Traffic Committee). It was also agreed that Clir Taylor would
seek clarification of the planning permission situation via TBC. Discussions took
place regarding the opening up of pedestrian access at the eastern side of the field.
) Pecked Lane update. Clir Taylor is in the process of seeking alternative
sources of funding for renewal programme.

2. Public Session

PUBLIC MEETING HELD AT BISHOPS CLEEVE PRIMARY SCHOOL
ON 30™ JANUARY 2008

Regional Spatial Strateqy and implications for Homelands Farm area

Present: Tewkesbury Borough Council Planning Officers:
D Jones, T Clempson and J Desmond.

Members of the public. Approx 200

Welcome and Introductions: from Clir Lightfoot.

Presentation from D Jones:

Mr Jones explained the termology of Housing shortfall, which at the present time is 2536 units in
Tewkesbury Borough, Calculated by the prescribed Government method of local authorities
having a predicted 5 yr housing supply. Planning Authorities have to look at the local plan which
identified sites which must be sustainable and within development criteria.

The Regional Spatial Strategy (RSS) sets the number of housing units upto 2026 and is driven by
National guidance from Government policy. The Draft report is complied after evidence is
received from invited stakeholders, and a public examination and the report is then scrutinised by
the RSS Panel, which then makes recommendations to the Secretary of State. In the draft RSS, it
was noted that Tewkesbury Borough Council (TBC) resisted development in the area of
Homelands Farm, however in the report published in December 2007 / January 2008, the RSS
panel changed its approach.

The planning application by the proposed developer was not taken to TBC planning committee as
it was deemed to be invalid by the planning officers. However rather than submit revised plans,
the housing developer went straight to appeal, which is an ongoing process. The
recommendation to the TBC planning committee from its officers would be “minded to refuse”
based on very strong planning policy grounds (which are not negotiable) and some technical
grounds (which are negotiable).

However these policy grounds have been undermined by the RSS report of January 08 namely by
the section of the report 4.3.39 which states:

“We have looked at Bishops Cleeve (BC) itself, which in functional, if not physical terms, we
regard as part of the wider Gloucester/Cheltenham conurbation and SSCT area. Development to
the South of BC would diminsish the separation from Cheltenham which we find objectionable for
the same reasons as land close the Cheltenham Racecourse. Land to the North of the settlement
is, however, unconstrained by existing Green Belt, and in the Panel’s view, provides ample
opportunity for sustainable strategic future outward growth of the settlement. This would support
the strengthening of existing transport links between the two settlements and along the
Gloucester/Cheltenham development corridor wand would not impinge on sensitive areas of
countryside. BC also has an established employment base which would contribute to balanced
development and avoid reinforcing dormitory relationships. We therefore recommend an
additional area of search here, again for about 1000 dwellings in total.”

There the principal planning policy reasons were overturned in that the area is not in Green belt,

already an employment area, would not join up with Cheltenham, and the recommendation to
search north of BC for 1000 units.

Starting on March 4™ the planning inspector starts hearing the developers planning appeal at
Tewkesbury Borough Offices. However the collective wisdom of the planning officers is that the
planning application needs to be looked at again in that the principal planning policy objections
would be withdrawn. There are still 7 technical items to be defended, but these could be
negotiated away at which point TBC would be minded to let it go forward. If the planning inspector
is minded to accept this development, communities should look to achieve the best for your
communities by negotiation.

Councillor Lightfoot thanked Mr Jones for his presentation and invited Mr Spragg from Village
Action Group to make a statement.

Mr Spragg spoke of the RSS panel as being a QUANGO organisation set up by the Government,
which flies in the face of local elected government. He appreciated the helpfulness of the Officers
of TBC. He put forward a proposal of direct protest to the Government, by inviting all those
present to write to their Local MP expressing their opposition to the proposed development.

Councillor Pat Rawlings spoke from the floor of the meeting on concerns regarding the impact of
increased traffic from all the recent developments, planning applications and in particular the
proposed Homelands Farm development. He asked if the Panel could provide an impact study
that put all the recent developments, planning applications in process and the proposed
development together to see if there was a combined significant impact.

Councillor Lightfoot then invited questions to the Officers of TBC. The following questions and
answers were noted

o Why was the original invalid planning application allowed to go straight to appeal and not
resubmitted in the normal way.

e Do the RSS panel realise what the impact of taking away green fields for the residents of
Tewkesbury, who suffered flash floods in the Summer of 2007, would be.

e Joan Desmond (JD) answered the points raised:

The infrastructure of highways was looked at by the Highways agencies and they said they
did not object in principal but did raise improvement points. The developer is aware of
these matters and is trying to find solutions.

She will take the question of combined impact to Highways to seek an answer.

Flooding issues is one of the reasons for refusal put forward by TBC based on an
Environment agency concern.

o Dave Jones (DJ) stated that it was a surprise to officers that the developer went straight to
appeal, based on an obscure case law which has now set a precedent.

e Toby Clempson (TC) explained that the RSS panel report is to the Secretary of State and is
not for public consultation. It will be open to the public for 12 weeks from May 2008, but
this timetable is not useful for this specific housing development appeal. He stated that
there is dis-satisfaction region wide with the RSS report and other areas are in a similar
position.

e Does anybody present want this development? And based on the answer that no-one
present wanted this development, where does the Government get the figure of 2536
houses needed.

e How will the knowledge gained from the floods of the summer 2007, and the advice from
the Insurance sector to the Government not to build on flood plains, be taken into account
in the planning consideration

e Why is TBC knee-jerking to this report and not waiting for the Secretary of State outcome.

e TC responded that the Government policy statement means planning has to produce
flooding report, which is ongoing at the present time. Each development has to
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
