The
Committee are asked to authorise the felling and removal of dead pear tree, deadwood
over play area, dead elms and pear and to clear fallen elderberry. Two quotations have
been received if the sum of £225 and £205. (photographs available at meeting).

The tree is a specimen tree and therefore may be subject to restrictions. It appears not to
be a tree previously identified as belonging to BCPC. Clerk to ascertain if TPO’s are
relevant. Committee and could not come to an agreement. Chair used his casting vote.
Clerk to obtain quote for no 28 tree. Committee agreed to use least expensive quote.

13.Mr Carver has requested that the pipe under the car park entrance be cleared of debris.
