6. Committee deferred a decision on a policy that tracks should be made to be no wider than 4 
foot (1.30m) to prevent the breaking up and damage to the ground caused by vehicle access 
(H & Safety assessment) but still allow access to plots, apart from one track between 56 and 
45 which runs towards the “horse field” which should be left wide enough for emergency 
vehicle access to the back of the site.   
 
7. In line with the previous decision, the Committee deferred the policy of offering plot 
extensions to those plots which would allow the decision of agenda item 6 to be carried out as 
economically as possible. 
 
8.The committee approved the amendments to the water system at a cost of £1615 as 
detailed and illustrated on the plans made available namely to make fair and equal access to 
water throughout the site including the re-siting of some water troughs and standpipes, 
replacing 3 stolen brass taps and installing a new standpipe and trough outside the “horse 
field” area.

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Proposed Sustainable community strategy to be adopted by Council 

Vision statement –  

The village of Bishops Cleeve will be a community which promotes or improves 

the economic, social and environmental well being of the Parish of Bishop’s 

Cleeve and has developed engagement with persons or organisations interested 

in the well being of the area.  

The community of Bishops Cleeve is defined as a Village on the outskirts of 

Cheltenham.  Population increased from 7179 in 1991 to around 11,000 in 2009 

due to residential expansion. Limited public transport makes it difficult for the 

population in Bishop’s Cleeve to access services in Tewkesbury (The Borough 

headquarters). 39.9% of the population of Bishop’s Cleeve are aged between 16 

and 44 years.  The ward of St Michaels also has higher than average numbers in 

the over 65 age group, so facilities for the adult population are in demand. 

Population statistics have shown that Bishop’s Cleeve has relatively more people 

who are less affluent and less mobile than other areas in the Borough.  

Bishops Cleeve Parish Council provides information to the community by 

delivering to every household a quarterly newsletter. Also a website, localised 

information drops, notice boards, local newspapers and radio stations are also 

used to keep the public informed and up to date. 

The community is offered opportunities to engage with the Council by attending 

parish council meetings, committee meetings, user group meetings, monthly 

councillor surgeries, annual parish assembly and by contacting the parish office 

which is open to the public 5 days a week or by contacting individual parish 

councillors through the contact details presented on notice boards and websites 

throughout the village.

The Parish council participates in partnerships by nominating representatives to

The Parish Council members and officers engage with the community by holding
