Bishop’s Cleeve Parish Council

Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held in the Tithe Barn on

5" July 2007at 7.00 pm

Present at meeting: Cllr Ayres (Chair) Cllrs Hatton, Stephens, Peake,
Richmond, Taylor, Habgood, Badham Mackinnon, Rawlings and Jackson.
Borough Councillor S Hillier-Richardson and County Councillor C Jones
Police Inspector Murnaghan, Police Sergeant Butt, PCSO Devil and Ms P
Jones

Apologies were noted from Cllrs Beresford, P Lightfoot, A Lightfoot, and
Borough Councillor J Richardson

Police Inspector Murnaghan outlined the plans for the police station in
Bishops Cleeve and gave assurances that the police staffing levels would be
maintained during the relocation process. He confirmed that central locations
in Bishops Cleeve were being looked at for a temporary site. He answered
questions from Councillors regarding:

Visual presence — Central location would be preferred if site had been
available.

Reassurance sought that when the new Police Headquarters has been built that
the local police station would not disappear

Confirmed that local agencies were being liaised with in regard to temporary
site

Time scale- Confirmed that the existing site would be placed on the market in
June 07

Councillors sought monthly written reports from PCSO’s

Councillors asked if new developers approached the police regarding statistics
on increased traffic volume. Inspector Murnaghan advised that Crime
Reduction Officers and Local Authorities would be involved in such
discussions

For increases in anti-social behaviour advice was given that identification of
the offenders could lead to fixed penalty notices being issued. Reporting and
Recording were necessary

Councillors asked for support in preventing right hand turning out of the Tesco
car park at the entrance near to the Library. Inspector Murnaghan advised that
all accident statistics are reported to the Local Authority.

Councillors asked if PSCO’s had authority to issue fixed penalty notices. It
was confirmed that they had the authority to do so until Oct/Nov 07 when the
Local Authorities would be taking over the issuing of traffic penalties.

Public Session

Members of the public raised concerns over:

Pay point in Bishop Cleeve — It was confirmed that the closest location was in
Bouncers Lane, Cheltenham. The Council was informed by Cllr Badham that
he had requested permission for a pay point to be in the Chemist Shop in
Church Road, but at that time had been declined.

Bus Pass Photograph arrangements were confirmed that Tewkesbury Borough
Council were holding the sessions in their offices as notified but in addition
sessions would be held in Bishops Cleeve in the week commencing 17"
September 2007 for those parishioners unable to travel to Tewkesbury.

The Clerk informed Council that they had been
ordered and in the meantime temporary signs had been distributed.

Planning. Noted. ClIr Hatton asked for an update on the progress of the VDS.
The question was to be forward to ClIr A Lightfoot.

Survey response summary was enclosed and Cllr Jackson stated that it was the
intention to publish the summary in the Parish Newsletter and to give a copy
to Grundons on receipt of Grundons’ report.

CllIr Jackson answered a query on the planning application for Mill Parade.
New Barn. Noted. Cllrs expressed deep concern over the current situation
regarding budget and time delays.

Playing Fields. Noted. Cllr Lawrence asked when the Sports field sign was to
be moved. Clerk stated it was in hand. Cllr Hillier-Richardson asked for more
detail regarding the cutting of the nettle bank. The Clerk explained that it was
the area of ground in front of the bowls club facing towards the Cemetery.

Tewkesbury Borough
Councillor Hillier-Richardson apologised on behalf of TBC for the confusion over the
arrangements.

Councillors had attended the exhibition for Homelands Farm Development. Cllr
Rawlings expressed concerns that the development would be a significant increase in
pollution and noise etc. Cllr Rawlings proposed that the Parish Council is against
this development. It was seconded by Cllr Jackson and a vote was taken. 9
Councillors voted for the proposal and 3 abstained. It was noted that Cllrs Richmond
and Mackinnon took no part in the discussion and abstained from voting as they are
Borough Councillors sitting on the Planning Committee.
