06/096 Election of Chairman for the meeting

06/096.1 In the absence of the Parish Council’s Chairman and Deputy
Chairman, Cllir Mackinnon proposed that Clir Rawlings should chair the
evening’s meeting. This was seconded by ClIr Lawrence and agreed
unanimously.

06/096.2 Before opening the public session, Clir Rawlings congratulated
Clir Philip Taylor on his election to the Parish Council and welcomed him to
the meeting.

Public Session

Mr Goodall of Pagets Road expressed his concerns about the plans for the 02
mobile phone mast close to his home. He showed councillors a photograph
of the existing mast and explained that the proposal was to increase its height
or to erect a larger mast. Although the mast was in the Parish of
Woodmancote it was very close to the bottom of Mr Goodall’s garden. C/Clir
Jones reported that ClIr Sue Hillier-Richardson was arranging a meeting at
Cleeve School to discuss the plans for the mast and said that Mr Goodall, and
other residents, would be informed of the date.

Mr Ted Fryer asked about the sale of Laburnum Cottage. He was informed
that negotiations were nearing completion and that contracts were likely to be
exchanged within the next few days.

06/097 Apologies for absence
Apologies for absence were received from Parish Clirs Mrs V Ayres,

P Badham, M Beresford, C Bowd, G Jackson, A Lightfoot, P Lightfoot,
P Richmond and Borough CliIr S Hillier-Richardson.



06/098 Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 1 June 2006

06/098.1 ClIr M Taylor proposed acceptance of the minutes as an accurate
record of the meeting. This was seconded by Clir Mrs | Hatton and agreed
unanimously.

06/099 Matters arising from the Minutes of the 1 June 2006 meeting

06/099.1 In response to a question from Clir Lawrence, Clir Mackinnon
reported that he had not yet completed his VAT enquiries relating to the
sportsfield.

06/099.2 Councillors noted that weed clearance at the parish pump garden
had been completed.

06/099.3 C/ClIr Jones reported that [a] Parish Councils had been provided
with an executive summary of the Regional Spatial Strategy and [b] the pot-
hole at the entrance to the car park in Bishop’s Drive had been repaired.

06/099.4 Clir M Taylor repeated the concern he had expressed at the June
meeting about the unsightly appearance of the area of land outside the
entrance to the sportsfield. Also, he reported that he had informed the police
that the Cheltenham Road shrubbery was being used for “immoral purposes”.
Clir Taylor said that the line of bushes being used as a screen to conceal this
activity should be removed. Councillors concluded that this item should be
referred to the Sportsfield/Playing Fields Committee.

06/099.5 ClIr Lawrence said that a strip of land at Cheltenham Road was
being missed by the County Council’s grass cutting contractor. C/ClIr Jones
agreed to investigate.

06/099.6 Clir Mrs | Hatton reported that TBC’s enforcement officer and the
police had visited the nursery at 2 Hemming Way. Councillors agreed that
this should be discussed by the Planning Committee.

06/099.7 The Clerk reported that Police Inspector Murnaghan had agreed to
attend the November Parish Council meeting. Councillors asked for the start
time of that meeting to be brought forward to 7pm and that Inspector
Murnaghan should be invited to attend at 7.30pm i.e. following the public
session. The Clerk also reported that Mr Phil Clapham, the Youth Club
Leader, had agreed to attend the September Parish Council meeting.

06/100 Planning and Licences

06/100.1 The minutes of the planning committee meeting held on 13 June
2006 and the planning decisions made by Tewkesbury Borough Council since
the last meeting were noted.

06/100.2 Borough ClIr East agreed to investigate whether change of use
permission had been granted to 21 Church Road [Animal Magic].



06/101 Traffic, Highways and Footpaths

06/101.1 ClIr Rawlings provided an update on traffic activity since the last
Parish Council meeting. He said that he had met representatives of
Gloucestershire Highways on 22 June and discussed [a] residents’ concerns
about problems caused by the speed platform at Gotherington Lane/Station
Road, [b] noise caused by speed humps at Gilders Paddock/Cheltenham
Road, [c] speeding traffic using Evesham Road, [d] the “no right turn” sign at
the exit to the Tesco car park, [e] the proposal to construct a traffic
roundabout at Stoke Road/Stoke Orchard Road and [f] a replacement litter bin
at the bus shelter opposite the entrance to Lidl. Also, Clir Rawlings provided
details of the work being done on the driveway to 20 Church Road.

06/101.2 C/ClIr Jones said that traffic monitoring at Station Road had finished
and the results would be known in late July/early August. A meeting of
residents would then be arranged.

06/101.3 Clir Rawlings explained that the bus shelter in Church Road,
outside Badham’s Chemist, had been damaged and the estimate for the cost
of the repairs to be undertaken by Commutaports Ltd was £219 plus VAT.
Councillors asked for the work to be done and approved the payment.

06/101.4 ClIr Rawlings said that Gloucestershire Highways had asked the
Parish Council for its observations on the proposal to construct a disabled
access ramp outside 38 Church Road; the C and G Building Society.
Councillors felt that an internal ramp should be constructed by the Building
Society to meet their obligation to provide access under the Disability
Discrimination Act. They felt that such a large, well established and reputable
company would have the capacity to find the solution to any likely construction
problem. If an internal ramp was not possible, Councillors would support the
construction of an external ramp provided that this did not result in the loss of
a car parking space.

06/101.5 ClIr M Taylor reported that he had removed the temporary closure
notice on footpaths ABC3 and 4 as the time period of the closure had expired.
He said that he had spoken to the Rights of Way Officer at Gloucestershire
County Council about footpath ABC14 [Station Road to the Church] and that
he had been informed that repair work could not be undertaken as the cost
would exceed the Council’s annual budget allocation for footpaths.

06/101.6 Clir M Taylor asked that action should be taken to cut back the
overhanging hedge in Cheltenham Road opposite the Police Station as it was
preventing access to the pavement. C/ClIr Jones agreed to investigate who
was responsible for this work.

06/102 Sportsfield and Play Areas

06/102.1 The minutes of the Sportsfield/Playing Fields Committee meeting of
21 June were noted.



06/102.2 Clir Mackinnon explained the action to be taken in the summer
months to repair the damaged areas of the football pitches and to redesign
the pitch layout.

06/102.3 In response to a question from Clir Lawrence, Clir Mackinnon
explained the minor amendment made to the Memorandum of Understanding
with the Colts and B/C Football Clubs.

06/103 Community Building

06/103.1 The minutes of the Community Building Committee meeting held on
23 May 2006 were noted.

06/103.2 ClIr Mrs P Hatton referred to the treasurer’s report within the minutes
and the improvements which were being made at the Centre. She also
highlighted the incidents of harassment and intimidation outside the Youth
Club and ClIr Mrs | Hatton agreed to raise this issue at the next Police Liaison
Meeting.

06/103.3 ClIr Rawlings asked about the proposed Youth Shelter and Clir Mrs
P Hatton confirmed that no action was being taken at present until alternative
sites had been considered.

06/104 Clerk’s Report

06/104.1 The list of publications received at the Parish Council Office since
the June meeting was noted. Councillors agreed to respond individually,
rather than provide a group response, to the two reports relating to the
planned changes to health services in Gloucestershire.

06/104.2 The Clerk updated Councillors on the progress being made with the
work on the new Parish Council Office and the application for grant funding
from the Rural Renaissance Scheme. The decision on the grant was likely to
be made in September 2006 and the new building likely to be completed in
November 2007.

06/105 Donations

06/105.1 Clir Mrs P Hatton proposed that a donation of £100 be made to the
Gloucestershire Chest Fund. This was seconded by Clir Mackinnon and
agreed by a majority vote.

06/105.2 Clir Mrs P Hatton proposed that a donation of £100 be made to the
Sue Ryder Care/Leckhampton Court Hospice. This was seconded by Clir M
Taylor and agreed unanimously.



06/106 Finance

06/106.1 Clir Mrs | Hatton proposed and Clir Mackinnon seconded that the
following schedule of payments be accepted. This was agreed by the Parish
Council.

06/107 Borough Councillors’ Reports

06/107.1 CliIr East reported on [a] flooding at Brockhampton, [b] drainage at
Station Road (C/Clir Jones agreed to investigate) and [c] strimming the edge
of the ditch at Nottingham Road Playing Field (Clerk to arrange).

06/107.2 ClIr Mackinnon referred to the Audit Commission’s Report and
Tewkesbury Borough Council’s response. He said that a new Executive
Committee, replacing the Resources Committee and the Budget Working



Group, would be responsible for setting priorities, financial strategy and
providing leadership. Additionally, a reorganisation of senior management
was planned.

06/108 County Councillor’s Report

06/108.1 C/ClIr Jones provided information on [a] Wingmoor Farm; no news
on Grundon planning application to extend the life of the site, [b] Cory
Environmental renewing their planning application for a MRF originally made
in 1996 and additional information requested on their planning application for
the export of surplus clay, [c] the Liaison Group meeting held on 20 June
2006 and the health survey involving residents, [d] the County Council’s
Waste Strategy; a copy of part A would be passed to the Parish Council, [e]
power cuts at Churchfields, [f] the meeting with Rooftop Housing Ltd on 3 July
2006 and [g] a number of miscellaneous Highways and County Council
issues.

06/109 AOB

06/109.1 Clir M Taylor expressed his concern about the state of the bus
shelter at the Crown and Harp site which was in urgent need of cleaning.
C/ClIr Jones agreed to speak to the appropriate people at the County Council.

06/109.2 C/ClIr Jones thanked the Parish Council for the use of the parking
facilities during the Colts Football Tournament.
