Cllr. Mrs V. Ayres opened the meeting by welcoming ClIr Jackson to the
Council, this being his first meeting.

PUBLIC SESSION

Phil Chapman, Youth Leader, reported on the current position regarding a
Youth shelter. He reminded Councillors that after an initial suggestion of
having a shelter attached to the rear on the Community Building this was
changed to the side of the building in view of fire escape considerations etc.
However, following a further meeting with Shire Hall officials an alternate site
close by at the library was now also under active consideration. He will keep
the Council updated.

CliIr P. Lightfoot thanked Phil for arranging the initial meeting which had been
very useful.

05/032 APOLOGIES

Apologies were received from Councillors Beresford and Rawlings. Apologies
were also received from Borough Clir. East.

05/033 MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF 3%° FEBRUARY 2005

It was proposed by ClIr Taylor and seconded by Cllr. Mrs P. Hatton “That the
minutes of the meeting of 3" February be adopted as a true record”.
This was passed.



05/034 MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES OF 3°°. FEBRUARY 2005

05/034.1 ClIr Taylor reported that he had delivered the VDS to the
Borough Council and received a receipt for it.

05/034.2 There was some discussion concerning the exchange of letters
the Clerk had had with the Chief Executive of the Borough Council with Clir
Taylor setting out once again the history of the document® preparation
stages. ClIr A. Lightfoot proposed “That the Clerk do write again to the
Chief Executive asking for a copy of the advice offered to the VDS group
as referred to in the Chief Executive’s letter together with a copy, when
available, of the latest advice from officers”. This was seconded by Clir
Taylor and passed.

05/034.3 CliIr P. Lightfoot referred to the recently published Newsletter
and asked that the thanks of councillors should be noted to all those involved
in it®@ publication.

05/035 PLANNING AND LICENCES

05/035.1  The minutes of the meetings of 8" and 22" February 2005 were
noted as was the schedule of planning decisions by Tewkesbury Borough
Council received since the last meeting.
05/035.2 Cllr Lawrence referred to an application in respect of Dean
Farm, due to be considered by the Planning Committee on Tuesday next, and
expressed disquiet as to the density of housing, in that it now features some
200 houses as against originally some 135. General concern was expressed
and CllIr A. Lightfoot invited members to view the plans in the Parish Office
and give their thoughts on the subject to the Planning Committee members.
05/035.3 Councillors considered a letter from Mr Chris Shaw, of
Tewkesbury Borough Council enclosing an outline drawing of a possible use
of the land to the rear of LidI® store. This would incorporate housing and
some 38 car park spaces. The following observations were made:-
¥ Houses numbered 1, 2 and 3 would appear to be on Borough land
which was designated solely for community use.
¥ There was a wish to increase, if possible, the number of parking
spaces.
¥ It was pointed out that the entrance may need to have a roundabout as
it was perceived that turning right into this area could present some
difficulty.
There was some discussion as to whether the parking would be free or paying
and it was felt that there should be availability for long term parking for
workers in the village, whether this be by a barrier operated system or by
some other means, perhaps with a season ticket system.
Cllr Jackson had surveyed local residents and made the following
observations:
¥ There was some concern regarding a road directly to the rear of the
existing properties b could some trees be planted as a screen.
¥ Concern that the car park would attract Qinruly elementsO
¥ The housing had received a guarded favourable response.
ClIr P. Lightfoot proposed “That the Parish Council do support, in
principle, the proposals as set out in Mr Shaw’s letter subject to more



detailed discussions”. This was seconded by Clir Mrs P. Hatton and
passed with seven in favour none against and six abstentions.

05/036 TRAFFIC HIGHWAYS AND FOOTPATHS

05/036.1 In the absence of Cllir Rawlings the Clerk reported that he had
attended a meeting with County Officials and ClIr Jones to progress a request
from the football club for an extension to the 30 m.p.h. limit along Kayte Lane.
It had been suggested by the officer that it should be extended to a point
some 100 yards past the bungalow on the Racecourse side of the football
club. Members suggested that this limit could well be extended to the whole of
Kayte Lane. Noting that this related to land in Southam Parish the Clerk was
asked to convey the Council® thoughts, as set out, to the County Council.
05/036.2 The Clerk reported that he had had a meeting with County
Highways regarding the footpath to be constructed in Cheltenham Road. It
was confirmed that the question of the land ownership had been settled and
that progress could now be made. The Clerk had asked County Highways to
provide a specification for the work and the project would then be put out to
tender.

05/036.3 Cllr Lawrence felt that there should be yellow lines at the
entrance to the sports field to prevent casual parking there of vehicles. It was
pointed out that the sports field committee had been asked to consider the
problem and had done so. The findings were that, whilst it was an irritant, no
harm was being done at present and it had been agreed to take no action at
this stage. After some further discussion on the subject Clir A. Lightfoot
proposed “That this Parish Council should adhere to the decision of the
Sports Field Committee”. This was seconded by Clir. Mrs P. Hatton and
passed

05/037 SPORTS FIELD AND PLAYING FIELDS.

05/037.1  The minutes of the meetings of 2" and 16" February were
noted.
05/037.2 Cllr Mackinnon updated members on a number of topics:
¥ The bowling green was now Q@abbit proofO
¥ The new sectional bowls club house was due in the UK within the next
10 days or so.
¥ Bowling Club Blease yet to be drawn up.
¥ A quote of some £1600 had been received to lower a manhole which
would enable an additional full size pitch to be marked out. This too,
would help in @estingCpitches when wet etc.
¥ 5 a side Bpower was now installed and the pitches should be handed
over within the next two weeks.
¥ Some @naggingOwork had been undertaken at the pavilion.
¥ On the subject of landscaping the committee was waiting to hear from
EnTrust
¥ The partnership agreement was still Qvork in progressO

05/037.3 Cllr Lawrence noted that Mr Vining had been awarded the sports
field contract and asked about the shrubbery. It was confirmed that C and C
Landscapes had agreed to undertake this contract.



05/037.4 Cllr Richmond asked who was managing the bowls clubhouse
project and was advised that Mr Martin Hewitt of O®rien and Price was
undertaking this work.

05/037.5 CliIr A. Lightfoot asked what the position was regarding the
samples of materials required to be agreed for planning purposes and was
advised by ClIr Mackinnon that they had been submitted and, in response to
further questions on the subject confirmed to Councillors that planning
permission was held for the building, it was only the detail of materials etc
outstanding. The Clerk advised that no planning permission was held in the
Parish Office other than for the original metal building.

05/038 COMMUNITY BUILDING

05/038.1 The minutes of the meeting of 25™ January 2005 were noted.
05/038.2 Cllr Badham asked if the committee was attended by users and
was advised that the After School club usually attended and that it was
anticipated that Phil Chapmam Youth Leader would attend in future.

05/043 TITHE BARN

05/043.1 ClIr Richmond updated the Council in that the Tithe Barn
Committee had now received a copy of the Council® minutes regarding the
proposed extension and were considering their options in the light too, of the
Borough Council® refusal of planning permission for the proposed extension.
It was suggested by ClIr Mrs P. Hatton that the Tithe Barn Committee should
look for a less expensive and more realistic option and was advised that all
options were being considered. ClIr. Lawrence expressed concern that large
architect® fees had been incurred, underwritten by the Parish Council,
without, apparently, the architect taking some advice from the Borough
Council prior to drawing up plans as to what might be acceptable.

05/043.2 Cllr Richmond drew the attention of Members to the urgent need
for new committee members as the Tithe Barn Committee had lost a number
of members recently and was advertising for replacements.

05/044 BOROUGH COUNCILLOR® REPORTS

05/044.1 Cllr Richmond reported as follows:
¥ The Borough budget was set at 5%
¥ He urged as many Members as possible to attend the planning
seminars in March.
¥ He had attended the joint study group seminar regarding the Regional
Spatial Strategy and had found it a useful day.
05/044.2 Cllr. Mackinnon advised that :
¥ For the year 2006/2007 there was likely to be a shortfall of some £1.1M
¥ The Borough Council was working to find ways of solving the pension
deficit.
¥ A green waste collection service would start in the Borough this
summer with weekly collections of residual waste and a fortnightly
collection of green waste. The existing re cyclables box collections
would continue as at present.

At this point Cllr Sqdn.Ldr. Foster left the meeting.

05/044.3 Cllr Mrs I. Hatton asked if plastics were to be included and was
advised that it was proposed to re label the bulk glass skips for this purpose.
05/044.4 Cllr Lawrence asked what the current position was regarding
delegated powers to Officers. He was advised that it was Government policy
to delegate some 90% of applications but that it was not proposed to grant
Bweeping powersOas reported recently in the press.
