PUBLIC SESSION 
There were no members of the public attending the meeting. 
 
06/031 Apologies 
It was reported that Cllr Sqdn. Ldr. Foster had again been hospitalised. 
Apologies were also received from Cllr. Bowd and, for late arrival, Cllr P. 
Lightfoot. 
 
06/032 Minutes of the meeting of 2nd February 2006 
It was proposed by Cllr Mrs P. Hatton  and seconded by Cllr A. Lightfoot  “That 
the Minutes of the meeting of 2nd February 2006 be adopted as a true 
record”.  This was passed. 
 
06/033 Matters Arising from the Minutes of the Meeting of 2nd 
February 2006. 
06/033.1 Cllr Richmond advised in respect of 06/024.3 that he had not 
attended the meeting but that John Dyer had gone and found it useful. 
06/033.2 Cllr Rawlings advised that he had contacted a number of 
organisations regarding the Parish Assembly and had a positive response. He 
asked Members if he could distribute a survey seeking parishioners views as to 
whether or not they favoured contributing to a dedicated PCSO. After some 
discussion Cllr Mrs P Hatton proposed and Cllr. Beresford seconded “That the 
survey leaflets be distributed”. This was passed 
06/033.3 In respect of 06/030.2 Cllr Lawrence expressed concern 
regarding the lack of consultation by the Borough Council. A discussion 
following in respect of re cycling. 
06/033.4 Cllr Richmond asked regarding 06/027 if there had been any 
developments regarding the VDS. Cllr A Lightfoot advised that the Planning 



Committee have been looking at the “paperwork” and would be meeting 
shortly. 
 
06/034 Planning and Licences 
06/034.1 The minutes of the meeting of 14th February 2006 together with 
the schedule of Tewkesbury Borough decisions received since the last meeting 
were noted. 
06/034.2 Cllr Richmond advised that the Borough had now rejected the 
Wingmoor Farm application. 
06/034.3 A letter from the Borough Council regarding the Tesco Car Park 
was considered and Cllr A. Lightfoot advised that the Planning Committee had 
agreed the following: 

• A three hour limit on the upper level and a two hour limit on the lower 
level. 

• That the Borough spaces should be subject to a three hour limit 
• That the Borough should not dispose of any of their spaces. 

It was proposed by Cllr Mrs P. Hatton and seconded by Cllr Jackson “That the 
Parish Council do endorse the above recommendations”. This was 
passed. 
 
06/035 Traffic Highways and Footpaths 
06/035.1 Cllr Rawlings updated Members as follows:- 

• School Road  -  Traffic issues still ongoing. The County Council is to 
install 2 flat top road humps. 

• The County Council is to extend the double yellow lines in Gotherington  
Lane from those at the junction with Station Road to Millham Road. 

• The Crown and Harp Development is to be known as St Michael’s 
Court. 

• The development to the rear of 44 Evesham Road to be known as 
Maytree Gates. 

• He advised that the Borough Council had two mini buses for hire for 
community use. 

06/035.2 As regards the Railway crossing, Cllr Beresford asked that this 
be added to the agenda for next month as he would wish to propose that the 
Council and Woodmancote Council, if they agree, do contribute a sum, say 
£500.00 towards the cost of re surfacing. It was agreed to add this to the April 
agenda and Cllr Jones agreed to  obtain some rough costings in the interim. 
06/035.3 Cllr Beresford advised that there was no street sign  for Tobyfield 
Road at the junction with Church Road. Agreed that the Clerk to approach the 
Borough in this respect. 
06/035.4 Cllr Rawlings reported that the roof of the bus shelter in 
Gotherington Lane has been vandalised. A quotation in the sum of £650.00 for 
the repair had been received and it was generally agreed to proceed on that 
basis. 
 
06/036 Playing Fields and Play Areas 
06/036.1 The minutes of the meetings of  14th and 15th February 2006 
were noted. 
06/036.2 Cllr Mackinnon updated Members as follows:- 

• Boundary fence at Chandler’s Road – a site visit had been undertaken 
and a contractor was being approached to generally tidy up the hedge 
etc. 



• The footpath in Cheltenham Road had now been completed at cost. 
• The long term management of the sports complex was under 

discussion. Consideration was being given to employing a specialist 
contractor to manage and promote the facility as the Council does not 
have this expertise. 

• The floodlights were still the subject of a complaint. The Clerk was 
dealing with this matter. 

06/036.3 Cllr Lawrence mentioned that he approved of the Memorandum 
of Understanding. 
06/036.4 Cllr Lawrence agreed the new footpath was excellent but was 
concerned regarding the cars from the racecourse garage continuing to park in 
the entrance. Some discussion followed and Cllr Beresford proposed with Cllr 
Richmond seconding “ That the Clerk do write to the racecourse garage 
asking them not to park there in future”. This was passed. 
 
06/037 Community Building 
06/037.1 The  minutes of the meeting of 24th January 2006 were noted. 
 
06/038 To Consider the Position of Cllr Sqdn. Ldr. FosterÕs 
Membership of the Full Council. 
The Clerk referred Members to the resolution passed at the December 2005 
meeting of the Parish Council regarding Cllr. Sqdn. Ldr Foster’s  attendance at 
Council meetings ( ref: 05/151.1 ) and updated Members as to the legal 
position. 
A discussion followed when Cllr Beresford advised that he had visited Cllr 
Sqdn Ldr Foster in hospital to try and persuade him to retire but had not  been 
successful. He stated that this was a unique situation but that parishioners 
were entitled to representation. Cllr Lawrence said that there were extenuating 
circumstances and proposed “That the Parish Council do extend Cllr Sqdn 
Ldr Foster’s leave of absence for a further two months”. This was 
seconded by Cllr Beresford. 
Cllr Rawlings felt that the Council should do nothing and allow the present 
leave of absence to run it’s course, whilst Cllr A. Lightfoot  indicated that, whilst 
she admired his long levity, nevertheless parishioners are being denied 
representation. After some further discussion the proposition was put and was 
lost. Three Members were in favour, six against, and two abstentions. 
 
06/039 ClerkÕs Report 
06/039.1 The Clerk asked if any Member was available to attend a 
reception at Shire Hall regarding the Gloucestershire Charter. None 
volunteered. 
06/039.2 The Clerk advised that Membership of the GAPTC was now due 
and the cost for the next twelve months would be £1623.27p. Additionally the 
cost for the Local Council reviews would amount to £192.00.. There followed a 
full debate on the value of continued Membership with some Members feeling 
that the money could be better spent whilst others felt that NALC was a 
proactive lobby group on behalf of Parish Councils generally. Cllr Beresford 
proposed with Cllr Mackinnon seconding “That this Parish Council do renew 
our subscription to GAPTC for a further year”. This was passed with five in 
favour, four against and two abstentions. 
As regards the Local Government Review here too views were mixed. Cllr 
Rawlings proposed “ That the Parish Council do purchase four copies for 



the Parish Office so that Members could borrow them as required”. This 
was seconded by Cllr A. Lightfoot. Cllr Richmond proposed an amendment 
“That the Council continue to purchase sixteen copies”. This was 
seconded by Cllr Beresford. This amendment was lost with four in favour, six 
against and one abstention.. The substantive resolution was passed with 
seven in favour one against and three abstentions. 
 
06/040 Donations 
06/040.1 It was proposed by Cllr Beresford  and seconded by Cllr 
Richmond  “That a donation of £50.00   be made to Victim Support”.  An 
amendment was by proposed by Cllr Badham and seconded by Cllr Jackson 
“That a sum of £100.00 be donated”. This amendment was passed with six 
in favour and three against 
06/040.2 It was proposed by Cllr Badham   and seconded by Cllr  
Beresford  “That a donation of £100.00     be made to James Hopkins 
Trust”.  This was passed. 
 
06/041 Finance 
It was proposed by Cllr  Beresford and seconded by Cllr Jackson  “That the 
under mentioned schedule of payments be approved”.  This was passed

Cllr Richmond felt that it should be possible to move supplier and  reduce the 
electricity costs at the sports field and it was agreed that the Management 
Committee would consider this. 
 
06/042 Allotments 
06/042.1 The minutes of the meeting of 25th January 2006 were noted. 
06/042.2 Cllr Richmond advised Members that the problems with Stollands 
Butt field were now being resolved. 
 
06/043 Borough CouncillorsÕ Reports 
06/043.1 Cllr Beresford reported that the Borough Rate had now been set. 
06/043.2 In respect of the new bus pass system there was some 
discussion and Cllr A Lightfoot suggested that a poster be displayed on the 
notice boards. Cllr Richmond undertook to provide one from the Borough. 
06/043.3 Cllr Richmond advised that, following hedge cutting, there was a 
lot of litter showing in hedgerows. The Borough were aware and would be 
organising a litter pick. 
06/043.4 Cllr Richmond reported that he had asked the Borough’s officers 
to monitor the chimney stack of Laburnum Cottage as it appears in danger of 
collapse. 
06/043.5 Cllr Richmond produced a Borough Council Funding Guide which 
will be placed in the Parish Office. 
06/043.6 Cllr Richmond expressed his disappointment at the Borough 
budget result  and Cllr Mackinnon highlighted various aspects of the final 
approved version. 
06/043.7 Cllr Mrs I. Hatton asked when information regarding the new 
refuse collection schemes would be announced. Cllr Mackinnon advised that 
this would be available in good time but that there would be an offer to 
purchase a green waste collection in April and that a ban on “side waste” 
would be brought in during August. The big change to two weekly collection of 
residual waste and cardboard and plastics would be in October. He explained 
that the change could not all take place in April for a number of logistical 
reasons including the fact that new lorries would not be delivered until  
September / October. 
 
06/044 County Councillors Report 
County Councillor Cllr Ceri Jones reported on a number of items including:- 

• Budget set at 3.5% 
• Grangefield School  -  School Safety Zone in Voxwell promoted to 

priority three and is first reserve for 2006/7. 
• Rooftop have now taken over from Shaftesbury. 
• Wingmoor Farm  -  Members’ Inspection  Visit is on 9th March 2006. 
• Cleeve School  -  New build plans well under way. A meeting has been 

held with residents and was generally favourable except for litter. 
• Station Road  -  A review will be undertaken in early summer. 



• Cleeve Colts  -  Managers have been asked to ensure all litter cleared 
up. 

• Divisional Estimates Meeting  -  Could be changing to three areas but 
Parish will not lose the link of a dedicated Officer who knows the patch 
Meadoway, (road and path ) St. Michael’s Avenue and Longlands Road 
footpaths to be surfaced in the next financial year. 

 
06/045 Other Important Business at the ChairÕs Discretion. 
06/045.1 The Clerk mentioned the Future of Gloucester’s Waste meeting 
on 22nd March next but there ware no Councillors available to attend. 
06/045.2 Details of the site visit to Wingmoor Farm were handed to Cllr 
Mrs I. Hatton. 
06/045.3 The Clerk asked if any Councillor intended to speak at the 
forthcoming Planning Meeting  regarding Wingmoor Farm but no Councillor 
had been mandated to do so on behalf of the Parish Council. 
06/045.4 Cllr A. Lightfoot expressed her thanks to those who had been 
involved in producing the latest Parish Update. 
( At this point Cllr P. Lightfoot joined the meeting ) 
06/045.5 Cllr Richmond noted that trees adjacent to Dean’s Lea had been 
removed. 
06/045.6 Cllr Mrs V. Ayres, in a reference to a newspaper report in which it 
was reported that Cllr Richmond stated that the Parish Council was looking to 
purchase a mobile skate board park,  expressed surprise as, whilst this was on 
the Council’s “wish list” no funds were currently in the budget. Cllr Rawlings 
too, expressed disquiet that the report appeared have been made on behalf of 
the Parish Council. Cllr Richmond felt that he had been misquoted.
