PUBLIC SESSION

A Ms Harrison made a statement regarding the Dean farm development , objecting
strongly to the density of the development and expressing concern as to the ability
of the services to cope with the increase proposed as well as the roads. She was
advised that the Council had objected most strongly in the terms she mentioned and
that it was now a matter for the Borough Council.

A Mr Webster echoed the complaints and thanked Councillors for the manner and
strength of their objections which he had read at the Parish Office.

Mr Fryer asked three questions:

0 The up to date position regarding Laburnam Cottage and the Barn and was
advised that the Borough Council was shortly to put the Cottage on the
Market and would be developing the Barn as a Community Office.

o Position re the derelict shop adjacent to Laburnam Cottage and was advised
here that the Borough was hoping to persuade one or both of the owners of
these properties to devise a suitable scheme.

o0 Why Tesco had been allowed access to the Borough Car Cark before
settlement had taken place? He was advised that this was a matter for the
Borough Council.

Mr Phil Chapman, Youth Leader reported that there were now 40 young people
involved each night and he was undertaking some street work. He had organised a
day out for 20 shortly and would be taking a group to Germany too for a short sports
exchange. As regards the shelter he had received some quotations.

Lightfoot, and Mackinnon expressed an interest in serving on this committee and,
following the withdrawal of Clir Mackinnon CllIr Badham proposed “ That the six
Councillors named should be appointed to fill the vacancies on this
Committee”. This was passed.

05/061.4 Planning

Cllrs Bowd, Mrs P. Hatton, Jackson, A. Lightfoot, P. Lightfoot and
Taylor expressed an interest in serving as did Clir Mrs V. Ayres who, then agreed to
serve Ex Officio. Cllr Beresford proposed and Cllr Badham seconded a proposition
CThat the six Councillors named be elected to serve on the Planning
Committee”. This was passed.

05/061.5 Playing Fields / Sports Field Committee

Cllrs Mrs V. Ayres, Beresford, Mrs | Hatton, Mrs P. Hatton, P.
Lightfoot, Mackinnon and Richmond expressed an interest in serving and it was
proposed by ClIr Mrs V Ayres and seconded by Clir Jackson “That these seven
Councillors be appointed to fill the vacancies on this Committee”.

There was a GieOfor
the second vacancy between ClIrs Beresford and Taylor and a further ballot elected
Clr Taylor.

05/061.9 Police Liaison Group

Cllrs Mrs I. Hatton and P. Lighfoot expressed an interest in serving
and CliIr Beresford proposed with Cllr Badham seconding “That this Parish
Council do elect these two Councillors to serve on the Police Liaison Group”.
This was passed.

05/061.10  Sports Hall Management Committee

Cllr Mrs V. Ayres proposed and CliIr P. Lightfoot seconded “That this
Parish Council do elect Clir Lawrence to serve as the Council’s representative
on the Sports Hall committee”. This was passed.

05/061.11  Tewkesbury Area Sports

Cllr Mrs P. Hatton proposed and Clir P. Lightfoot seconded a
proposition “That this Parish Council do appoint Clir Mrs V Ayes to represent
the Parish Council on this committee”. This was passed.

05.061.12  Village Hall Management Committee

Cllr Mrs V. Ayres proposed and ClIr Mrs | Hatton seconded “That this
Parish Council do elect Clirs Mrs P. Hatton and Richmond to serve on the
Village Hall committee as Council representatives”.

Cllr Mrs V Ayres proposed and Clir Mrs P. Hatton seconded “That
this Parish Council do appoint Cllr Mackinnon as Financial Monitoring Officer
for the current Financial Year”. This was passed.



05/061.15 Responsible Financial Officer

Proposed by ClIr Mrs I. Hatton and seconded by ClIr P. Lightfoot
“That Mr A. Cornish the Clerk, be appointed as Responsible Financial OfficerO
This was Passed.

05/062 MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF 7" APRIL 2005

Proposed by Cllr Badham and seconded by Clir Mrs P. Hatton “That the minutes
of 7" April be adopted as a true record”. This was passed.

05/063 MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES OF 7™ APRIL

05/063.1 As regards 05/057 Clir Rawlings reported that he had spoken to the
police but, whilst they will do all they can, there is a manpower problem.

05/063.2 As regards 05/057 ( Grundon Appeal ) ClIr Rawlings proposed “That
the Council should write to the Inspector seeking a Public Enquiry to include
the Cory application, and seeking a full environmental and traffic
assessment”. Cllr Mrs P. Hatton seconded this proposition which was passed, it
being further agreed that Clir Rawlings would liaiase with ClIr A. Lightfoot and the
Clerk in composing the letter.

05/064 PLANNING AND LICENCES

05/064.1  The minutes of the meetings of 12" and 26™ April were noted as was
the schedule of decisions received from Tewkesbury Borough Council since the last
meeting.

05/064.2 CllIrs asked various questions of Borough ClIr East who in replying
advised the Council to ask for a Site Inspection if the Council wished Borough
Councillors to consider a particular application as approaching 90% of all
applications were now delegated to Officers.

05/065 TRAFFIC AND FOOTPATHS

05/065.1 ClIr Rawlings updated the Council on a number of matters:

» Station Road / Sandown Road: Confirmed from correspondence that County
Officials were satisfied that the proposed scheme would slow traffic down at
this junction.

* Bus Stop in Station Road near Priory Lane: The site for these bus stops will
be reviewed after the Station Road calming and County Officers have
confirmed no stop will be moved without the agreement of County, Parish
and local householders.

* Tobyfield Road Build out: The signage is wrong and the Clerk has agreed
with the County Council that the circular give way sign will be turned through
180 degrees.

* School Road Build Out: The existed temporary build out will be moved
shortly to the other side of the road to gauge what effect that has on traffic.
After that, County Officials will write to all house holders seeking views.

* Cycle Link Gotherington / Bishop’s Cleeve: Three options for a scheme in
this respect exist and are held in the Parish Office. However, no funds are
available at the present time.



05/066 Playing Field and Play Areas

05/066.1  The minutes of the meetings of 20™. and 21 April 2005 were noted.
05/066.2 Cllr Rawlings congratulated the committee for providing such excellent
facilities but was concerned on a number points.

* Firstly was the bowling green ready to play on? ClIr Beresford advised that
professional advice had been sought and the opinion was that, yes it was.

* Secondly had the bowls pavilion been passed by the Fire Officer and was it
insured? Cllr Beresford advised that the Fire Officer had not yet visited as the
building had not been finished. Similarly the Parish had not, as yet, insured
the building as this was the responsibility of the Contractor.

( Note: At this point Cllr Sqdn. Ldr Foster left the meeting. )

* Finally, Clir Rawlings was concerned that youths were gaining access to the
five a side pitches. ClIr Beresford agreed there was a security issue but that
this had now been addressed and the problem should not recur.

* ClIr Rawlings reminded Members that the Football Club and the Colts were
given discounts and wanted to know what they were doing. The football club
gates were locked so no access could be gained to the five a side via the
path and bridge. He felt that a caretaker should be appointed to undertake
security and cleaning. Clir Beresford agreed here too, that there has been
some difficulties and @eething problemsO. The football club had been
advising on the suitability of pitches for play during the winter.

05/066.3 Cllr Bowd asked why the Cleevonians were turned away and was
advised that the pitches were let on a Girst come first servedCbasis and that there
were not sufficient changing facilities for an additional team. However, the league
had been asked to see if a change to the fixtures next year would help to
accommodate a further team

05/066.4 Cllr Lawrence asked what the current position was regarding the
Partnership agreement and was advised that progress was being made and when
an agreed version was available it would be submitted to the Council® solicitor in
the first instance and then to the Full Council for consideration.

05/066.5 Cllr Mrs 1. Hatton asked the position regarding the pollarding of the
trees in Kate Lane Playing Field and was advised by the Clerk that the contract had
been awarded but that the contractor was busy and the job would need to Qake it®
turnOwith others.

05/066.6 Cllr Beresford reported that the tree struck by lightening in Pecked
Lane Playing Field would need to be removed according to a tree surgeon. A gquote
had been obtained and would go before the Sports Field Committee next week. The
Clerk queried whether or not permission was required and Cllr Beresford undertook
to speak to the Borough officer responsible. Clir P.Lightfoot suggested that a new
tree be planted and Clir Beresford indicated that this would be put to the Sports
Field Committee.

05/066.7 Cllr Lawrence asked when the ruts in Nottingham Road play area
would be repaired and the Deputy Clerk advised that the contractor is to return to
effect this repair when the ground is dry.

05/066.8 Cllr Rawlings asked if the Sports Field Committee had the funds for
the new footpath now that the tenders were in and was advised by CllIr Mackinnon
that this will be on the agenda for the next Sports Field meeting and that whilst
funds were QightOhe felt that there were sufficient available.



05/067 COMMUNITY BUILDING

05/067.1 Update by Clir Lightfoot.

ClIr Mrs | Hatton said that the paved area by the door was a untidy and it was
agreed that this was due to the Youth Club it will be considered at the next
committee meeting.

05/067.2 Cllr Lawrence felt that the planted area too was a disgrace and Clir P.
Lightfoot undertook to add this to the next committee meeting agenda

05/068 CLERK® REPORT

05/068.1 The clerk reported that he and the Deputy Clerk wished to attend the
Zurich Insurance Safety seminar and Clir Beresford proposed with Clir Mrs V
Ayres seconding “That this Parish Council do approve the expenditure of
£90.00 being the fees in respect of the Clerk and Deputy Clerks attendance at
a Zurich Safety Seminar”. This was passed.

05/068.2 The Clerk drew the attention of the meeting to the date for the next
NALC conference. This is to be held in Eastbourne on 23 and 24" September
next.

05/068.3 The Clerk referred to the Borough Council seminars in respect of The
Code of Conduct on the 1% and 6™ June next. An number of Councillors indicated
that they would attend.

05/069 DONATIONS

05/069.1 Proposed by ClIr. Beresford and seconded by ClIr. Mrs P. Hatton
“That this Parish Council do make a donation of £100.00 to Children with
Leukaemia” This was passed.

05/069.2 The Youth Club had sought a donation of £6,000 to enable the Junior
Club for 11 B 13 year olds to be re opened. After some debate Clir Beresford asked
that this matter be deferred until the next meeting to enable him to research the
position regarding the Borough grant. However, CllIr P. Lightfoot proposed “That
the Council do make a donation of £2500.00 as an interim payment to be used
to keep open the 11 — 13 age group, subject to it being able to be so spent”.
This was seconded by Clir Bowd and passed. Clir Beresford will report next month.
05/069.3 CliIr Beresford proposed and ClIr Mackinnon seconded “That this
Parish Council do make a donation of £125.00 to the Gloucestershire Crime
reduction Programme”. This was passed.
