Public Session

Mr Phil Clapham, Youth Club Leader, presented a short progress report on youth
club activities and said that he was arranging for young people to visit skateboard
parks in other Parishes. He said that they would produce an action plan to support a
funding application which would be presented to councillors at the next Parish
Council meeting. Mr Clapham, in response to a question, said that he was
continuing to search for a suitable site for a youth shelter.

Mr Ted Fryer asked for an update on the debate about a possible change of title from
Parish Council to Town Council. Councillors explained that this would be featured as
an item in the next edition of the Parish Newsletter and would be an agenda item at
the Parish Assembly.

Mrs Judith Fryer requested that an additional bin be placed at the Grangefield.

06/110.1 Apologies for absence were recorded from Parish Councillors

06/111 Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 6 July 2006
06/111.1 Clir Mrs | Hatton proposed acceptance of the minutes as an accurate record
of the meeting. This was seconded by ClIr Mrs P Hatton and agreed unanimously.

06/112 Matters arising from the minutes of the 6 July 2006 meeting
06/112.1 C/ClIr Jones reported that the application to site the 02 mobile phone mast
at Woodmancote had been withdrawn.

06/113 Finance
06/113.1 Clir Jackson proposed that the following schedule of payments be
approved.

06/113.2 The External Auditor® report for the financial year 2005/06 was noted and
Clir Beresford proposed that the Parish Council should accept the Auditor®
Certificate. This was seconded by ClIr Mackinnon and agreed unanimously.

06/113.3 The Auditor had suggested an amendment to procedures undertaken by
the Financial Officer and ClIr Beresford, therefore, proposed that paragraph 31 of the
Council® Standing Orders be amended by the addition of “After the expenditure has
been checked by the Responsible Financial Officer to confirm that it is within the
power of the Council to make the payment”. This was seconded by Cllr Badham and
agreed unanimously.

06/113.4 The RFO advised that it was necessary to appoint an internal auditor and
Cllr Mrs Ayres proposed that Mr | Selkirk FCA be appointed as internal auditor for the
financial year 2006/07. Clir Mrs P Hatton seconded the proposal which was agreed
unanimously.

06/113.5 The Schedule of Risks was discussed. Clir Lawrence proposed that the
Parish Council should accept the Schedule in respect of the accounting year 2006/07
with the knowledge that the form followed on from previous years updated as
necessary for insured amounts etc. This was seconded by Cllr Richmond and agreed
unanimously.

06/114 Planning and Licences

06/114.1 Councillors noted the minutes of the planning committee meetings held on
11 and 25 July and 8 and 22 August 2006 and the planning decisions made by
Tewkesbury Borough Council since the July Parish Council meeting.

06/114.2 ClIr Lightfoot reported that the work on the VDS had not been abandoned,
contrary to a recent item in the Gloucestershire Echo, and that arrangements would
be made for a meeting in the near future.

06/115 Traffic, Highways and Footpaths

06/115.1 The minutes of the traffic committee meeting held on 20 July 2006 were
noted and ClIr Rawlings updated councillors on progress since the meeting. He said
that [a] Gloucestershire County had decided not to remove the speed hump at
Gilders Paddock/Cheltenham Road, [b] a roundabout would not be constructed at the
junction of Stoke Road and Stoke Orchard Road but other improvements would be
made and [c] Tewkesbury Borough Council had been asked to provide street name
signs for Tobyfield Road and the roads referred to in the committee meeting minutes.

06/115.2 Clir Rawlings asked for councillorsQviews on the action which may be
appropriate to remove weeds growing in the pavement outside the shops in Church
Road and particularly the fish and chip shop. After some discussion the Council
agreed that Clir Rawlings and the Clerk should visit the occupiers to request that they
take action to improve the appearance of the area. If this approach failed alternative
approaches could be considered.

06/115.3 ClIr Rawlings asked whether councillors wanted a litter bin placed at the
layby in Evesham Road. He said that the traffic committee had not budgeted for a
bin at that site. The Council agreed that a bin was required at the layby and at the
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Grangefield [as requested by Mrs Fryer]. Cllr Mackinnon confirmed that funding was
available.

06/116 Sportsfield and Play Areas
06/116.1 The minutes of the Management Group meeting held on 19 July and the
Sportsfield Committee meeting held on 16 August 2006 were noted.

06/116.2 Clir Mackinnon reported that damage to the weld mesh fencing at the 5-a-
side pitch had been repaired by Grimshaw Kinnear Ltd.

06/116.3 Clir Mackinnon referred to the problems experienced with the marking out
of the pitches and said that the overgrown areas at the entrance to the sportsfield
needed attention. He suggested that the Council should become a member of the
Institute of Groundsmen and arrange for a consultant from that organisation to visit
the site and recommend the action required to improve it. Councillors asked that this
be discussed at the next Sportsfield Committee meeting.

06/116.4 Clir Beresford explained that the existing specification for the grounds
maintenance was not satisfactory and the present contractor had been informed that
a higher standard of maintenance was necessary to meet the requirements of the
Northern Senior League. A new tendering exercise would be conducted to coincide
with the end of the football season.

06/116.5 Clir Beresford updated councillors on the recent press feature concerning a
badger sett in the foundations of the sports pavilion. DEFRA had been consulted
and would be issuing the appropriate licence to allow action to be taken.

06/117 Community Building
06/117.1 The minutes of the Community Building Committee meeting held on 25 July
2006 were noted.

06/118 Allotments
06/118.1 The minutes of the Allotments Committee meeting held on 10 August 2006
were noted.

06/118.2 Clir Richmond asked the Council to approve the expenditure of £530 for a
replacement gate at the allotment field. After much discussion, and concern
expressed about whether this represented value for money, Cllr Richmond proposed
that the expenditure be approved. This was seconded by Clir Mrs | Hatton and
agreed by the Council. Councillors Mrs P Hatton and A Lightfoot abstained from
voting.

06/118.3 ClIr Richmond explained that an increase in allotments rent would be
necessary for the financial year 2007/08 as the result of the rising cost of
maintenance, water supply etc. He said that Elliot and Sons Ltd had quoted a price
of £1,000 to repair the surface of the access road. There was a lengthy discussion
about the amount of the increase required and how this should be communicated to
allotment holders. The Council agreed that an urgent meeting of the Allotments
Committee was required to resolve these issues

06/119 Clerk®@ Report
06/119.1 Councillors noted the list of publications and documents received at the P/C
Office since the July meeting and agreed that; [a] Clir Richmond would attend the
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Future of Local Govt. training event on 7 December, [b] the Clerk would attend the
ClerksQChristmas Gathering on 12 December and [c] Cllrs Lawrence and Richmond
would attend the AGM of the GAPTC on 14 October 2006.

06/119.2 The letter from Tewkesbury Borough Council relating to the Parish
Boundary Review had been omitted from the meeting agenda papers. However, Clir
Richmond explained the content of the letter and proposed that the Parish Council
should contact GAPTC to request that they complain to NALC about the
unacceptable delay in implementing the recommendations. ClIr Beresford seconded
the proposal which was agreed by the Council. Clirs G Jackson and A Lightfoot
abstained from voting.

06/119.3 The Council agreed to the Chamber of Commerce® request to use the
Parish Council Office for its monthly meetings provided the dates did not clash with
committee meetings held at the office. It was suggested that the Chamber may wish
to consider changing the day on which meetings are held to avoid possible clashes.
The hire charge would be £4 per hour.

06/119.4 Councillors had been asked to decide whether to link the Parish Council®
website with the new website www.aboutmyarea.co.uk/ql52 and concluded that this
should be placed on the agenda for next month® meeting to allow councillors more
time for research.

06/120 Donations
06/120.1 Clir Badham proposed that a donation of £200 be made to the WRVS. This
was seconded by Clir Beresford and agreed unanimously.

06/121 New Parish Council Office/Community Barn

06/121.1 Clir Lightfoot reported that the grant application to Gloucestershire Rural
Renaissance had been successful. She suggested that the Council should confirm
its commitment to contribute £80,000 towards the construction project. A project
team meeting was arranged for 12 September at 9am.

06/122 Borough CouncillorsCReports

06/122.1 Clir Richmond reported that [a] the Parish Council would probably receive a
Qatisfaction surveyGform from TBC, [b] 20 Church Road had been sold, [c] the
number of bus passes and taxi vouchers issued by TBC had exceeded expectations
and [d] planning permission for the proposed 02 phone mast at Voxwell Lane had
been refused and other sites had been suggested.

06/123 County Councillor@ Report

06/123.1 ClIr Jones reported on a number of items, including: [a] Wingmoor Farm.
Task Group meeting on 19 September and will take evidence from Sward.
Objections to the two Cory Environmental planning applications. Consultation period
on Waste Core Strategy expiring on 15 September; [b] Power cuts at Furlong Lane
and the reason for the delay in the work being undertaken; [c] Rooftop meeting on
18 September; [d] Traffic survey at Station Road and concerns expressed by
residents; [e] Meadoway resurfacing and footpath repairs [f] Regional Spatial
Strategy and his response to it; [g] GWR footpath will be resurfaced week
commencing 2 October at no cost to the Parish Council and [h] Police/PCCM
meeting.



06/123.2 ClIr Jones referred to the threatened closure of Orchard House Care Home
and the Gloucestershire County Council® Cabinet discussion of the proposal. Clir
Jones expressed his concern about the possible closure and the serious problems
this would cause for residents of Bishop® Cleeve with its increasing and ageing
population. He urged the Parish Council and residents to contribute their views
during the consultation period and to attend the public consultation meeting.

06/123.3 Clir Beresford proposed that neighbouring Parish Councils should be invited
to unite with Bishop® Cleeve Parish Council in expressing concern about the
threatened closure and to produce a combined response to the consultation
document. This was seconded by CllIr Mackinnon and agreed unanimously.

06/124 AOB

06/124.1 ClIr Jackson asked why the bunting put up by the Chamber of Commerce
for the summer event was still in place. Clir Badham reported that it would be taken
down in November.

06/124.2 ClIr Badham referred to the curfew imposed on groups of more than two
people at Six Ways in Charlton Kings and asked whether a similar curfew would be

appropriate in Bishop® Cleeve. He was advised to raise the question at the
November meeting which would be attended by the local Police Inspector.
